Ozflame adds ambience and style at less than half the price
Summer and fireplaces aren't usually spoken in the same breath, but when an attractive, freestanding fireplace can be moved from indoors to outdoors when entertaining, it will be sure to invite attention.

Ozflame, from specialist heating manufacturer Thermofilm Australia, is an occasional fireplace that uses 100 per cent renewable bio-fuel (ethanol) such as methylated spirits that is made from recycled organic matter such as sugarcane.

The flexibility of moving Ozflame to where the ambience of a real flame fireplace is desired can be extended to living areas, the dining room, bedrooms, halls and passageways. Even doorsteps can be transformed with a warm, welcoming glow.

Unlike other fireplaces, Ozflame does not emit any smoke or fumes and doesn't require a flue. It can be placed in smaller rooms and only requires normal room ventilation.

Ozflame fireplaces come in a range of contemporary styles and colours and are made with high quality materials and finishes. In addition to the portable models, wall-mounted units can be installed indoors or outdoors if they are required in a permanent position.

Cost effective
In terms of the purchase price and installation, Ozflame is a fraction of the cost of fixed gas flame fireplaces. And cost effective to operate, one litre of bio-fuel will run a unit for two to four hours depending on the size of the flame and the location. Fuel consumption increases when used outdoors or in high draft areas.

Greg Parker-Hill, owner of Pivot Stove & Heating in Dandenong and Geelong that stocks and demonstrates Ozflame fireplaces, said 20 litre tins of methylated spirit is a cost effective way to purchase fuel.

"Ozflame fireplaces are simple to operate, not as complicated as other brands and they are very well priced. The freestanding units are extremely easy to assemble taking only a few minutes to become operational," Greg said.

The portability of Ozflame is ideal for people in high rise apartments who can't retrofit gas flame heaters, but want a gentle heat and the ambience of a real flame. And for people who rent or lease residential homes or commercial premises, they can use an Ozflame fireplace inside or out and take it with them when they move.

According to the manufacturers, Thermofilm, Ozflame provides a gentle warmth that complements other room heating. It can be an effective heat source and will produce up to 3.5 kW of heat per hour, depending on the model and flame setting. This is sufficient to heat a 35 m2 room.

Ozflame is an environmentally friendly way to enjoy a fireplace using a renewable fuel and is an attractive and sustainable addition to modern outdoor entertainment areas.
